Oral Interp Project
1. Choose a selection. Skim the scenes provided and choose something you and your partner(s) can agree on. Consider if you want something humorous or serious or if you want to play multiple characters. 
2. Read the scene out loud. Time it. If it is longer than 8 and 1/2 minutes, you will need to cut out some lines. Be sure the scene still makes sense when you have finished cutting.

3. Write an introduction. This should include an attention getting device, background information (introduction of characters, setting, plot information necessary to understand the selection), title and author.  Both partners should be responsible for giving part of the intro.  It must be memorized.

4. Prepare your script. Highlight your lines. This will make it easy for you to find your lines. If there are parts of the script that you won’t be using, cut them out and tape your script on a new sheet of paper. You shouldn’t have extra lines that will make you lose your place. 

5. Practice your lines. You won’t need to memorize your part, but you shouldn’t be tied to your script.

6. Develop your character. Become very familiar with your character. (You will be completing a character analysis.) Decide what kind of voice your character should have. It shouldn’t be just you reading lines. Decide what you will do physically to portray this character. How does he/she stand/move?  What mannerisms does he/she have?  What facial expressions does he/she use in this scene? (These should have motivation.)

7. Decide on blocking. This is the movement and pantomime you will use for the scene. Some of it will be suggested by stage directions. Other movement can be used to add interest to the scene.

8. Practice. Put the whole thing together. Be sure to work on timing with your partner. This is especially important for humor and movement.

9. Time your presentation. Adding movement and pauses will affect the time. Your presentation should be 6-9 minutes. You will probably need to time yourself several times to be sure you are in time.

10. Have fun!
